Auditions will be held on Thursday, April 26 at Lake Arrowhead Community Presbyterian Church in the Sanctuary.  They will be held after school through the early evening.  Your audition time will be communicated to you through email or phone. You will have a 10 to 15 minute performance window.

Audition Guidelines and Suggestions
You must bring 4 to 5 copies of the music you are performing for the judges.
The audition and scholarship is intended for the benefit of the serious student of music. Since scholarship awards can be substantial, it is assumed that the auditioning student is already at, or near, college entry level in their performance medium. The scholarship is a one-time cash award relayed to your university or college for the purpose of off-setting the cost of tuition, etc.  Award amounts vary from year to year.
We do not accept auditions from the popular, country-music, or religious genres.
The audition is not a formal affair. However, your appearance does make an impression on a judge and may be used in close decisions. Therefore, we suggest you dress for success.
Memorization of your music is not a requirement and will not be discounted.  However, this may be used as a factor in close decisions. Since you will only have a limited performance time, you should choose music that best represents your skills and talents within a short span of time.  If you wish, you may select 2 different pieces, or 2 contrasting sections from the same piece for adjudication.  Your allotted performance time will be given to you by phone or email for your preparation. 
Instrumental Auditions	Prepare a short performance, no longer than 10 to 15 minutes, from the Classical through the Modern period. If your selection requires it (Ex., a sonata) it is recommended you bring an accompanist.  There is a CD player available for recorded accompaniments. Do not use your phone for recorded accompaniment.
Vocal Auditions	Prepare a short performance, no longer than 10 to 15 minutes, from the Classical through the Modern period or Musical Theater. If your selection requires it (Ex., an aria) it is recommended you bring an accompanist.  There is a CD player available for recorded accompaniments. Do not use your phone for recorded accompaniment.
Dance Auditions Prepare a short performance from one of the dance genres: Modern, Lyrical, Ballet, Jazz, Tap, Contemporary.  You may choreograph your own piece, choose a divertissement from the public domain already choreographed, or perform choreography from a teacher.  You will be judged on refined physical coordination, alignment, agility, balance, and strength. Your dance should show your understanding and interpretation of the music and choreography.  Communication through movement is paramount. You may have an accompanist or bring a CD of recorded music or sound. Do not use your phone for recorded accompaniment.
You will be judged on all or some of the following:  tone quality, bowing, touch, use of pedal, breath control, beauty of sound, intonation, accuracy of notes, rhythm and articulation, phrasing, style, interpretation/expression, stage presence, and, in the case of close decisions, our perceived potential of your success with music or dance at the advanced level.
